The Washington State Library is working with OCLC to create a statewide catalog for Washington. The State Library will use LSTA funds to pay for the catalog. To join the project, libraries must agree to purchase cataloging, ILL and WorldCat services from OCLC. Implementation is in phases. Libraries may join at any phase, and participation is entirely voluntary. Phase 1 has closed, but libraries may still join the project during Phase 2 next year.  Will Stuivenga will explain the project in detail, providing a demonstration of how the catalog may look and work, and answering any questions that arise.
